C-TPAT recognizes that U.S. Customs and Border
Protection (CBP) can provide the highest level of cargo security only through
close cooperation with the ultimate owners of the international supply chain
such as importers, carriers, consolidators, licensed customs brokers, and
manufacturers. Through this initiative, CBP is asking businesses to ensure
the integrity of their security practices and communicate and verify the
security guidelines of their business partners within the supply chain.

Authorized Economic Operator for Security Traders, manufacturers, customs
agents, importers, exporters and logistic services providers may be certified
as AEOs under the Customs Security Program known as SAFE. Companies
demonstrating to their supply chain partners compliance with EU supply chain
security standards may be able to obtain AEO certification. Furthermore,
certified AEO’s should benefit from simplified customs procedures and
facilitation regarding safety and security related customs controls.

BASC is a business-customs partnership created to promote safe international
trade in cooperation with governments and international organizations.
